Hesketh©s technique involves
drawing the outline using sticks on
the canvas, priming with brushes and
applying colour with sticks again,

creating texture within the shapes,

swirls and lines and the images
which follow. A highly textural and
warm finish is created and the result
is a quality artwork. This process of
application onto canvas involves

layers of memories, stories and life©s
experiences as well as the
sub-conscious feeling of the artist
when painting. Scratching in details
throughout the process is a

prominent part of Hesketh®©s style, as
each day©s painting chronicles yet

another layer of her life.

Hesketh has archived an array of
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personal stories, memories and
dreams which are now interpreted on
canvas, her paintings and
sketchbook drawings are set around
these events in such a way that they
have acquired closure for certain
unforgettable circumstances.
